Quick-Step Wood Flooring must be installed on a solid, self-supporting wooden or cement based subfloor. Any other type of floor coverings must be 
removed first. No signs of mould and/or insect infestation should be present. Make sure the subfloor is level and nail/screw down any loose parts. 
In case of textile or other vapor-permeable floor coverings it is necessary to remove both the floor covering and its base. Existing floors made from a 
vapor-tight covering do not need to be removed (PVC, linoleum, etc.) if they meet all other requirements. The crawl space under the wooden base must 
be ventilated. Remove any obstacles and make sure there is sufficient ventilation (min. 4 cm² of ventilation opening/m² of floor). Be aware of the fact 
that any wood and/or organic material might/will dry out locally and damage your wood flooring if any heating source like hot fans, wood stoves etc. 
is creating hight temperatures. The moisture content of the wood cannot exceed 10%. An installation directly on floor joists is prohibited.

Floating

For a floating installation it is always necessary to use an underlay. In case of a wooden subfloor install the new Quick-Step Wood Flooring 
perpendicular to the existing wooden planks or boards. Make sure that the subfloor is dry, flat, stable, clean and free from grease and chemical 
substances. If needed, scrape off and clean up old adhesives. Prior to installation, carefully remove all debris (including nails), sweep and vacuum. 
Repair major surface imperfections and large cracks. It is recommended to remove old skirtings and to install new ones after the installation of the floor. 

Glued

Existing floorcovering must be removed completely before gluing down your Quick-Step Wood Floor. The subfloor must be firm, hard, dry even 
and must be conform the standard.

4  
The entire subfloor must be carefully checked for any type of unevenness. Use a straight edge of 2 m, make sure there are no unevenness’s of more than 
4 mm for floating installation and 3mm for glue down installation. Small peaks higher than 1 à 2 mm within a 200 mm radius are also prohibited and 
need to be scraped away. If needed use a levelling compound to achieve correct flatness of the subfloor.

Floating In case of a FLOATING installation we strongly recommend using a Quick-Step underlay to achieve optimal sound reduction, best 
walking comfort, avoid squeaking and to level minor unevenness. A floating installation on cement screed, concrete or in case of floor heating, 
requires the use of a damp screen. All Quick-Step underlays have a build-in vapor barrier. In case you use another underlay, which does not have 
a vapor barrier, the installation of a 0,2 mm PE-film is required as a minimum damp screen. Make sure the PE-film overlaps with a minimum of 200 
mm. A floating installation with any other type of underlay that is not a Quick-Step underlay must meet the same technical specifications. In case 
of problems caused by a non-compatible underlay, warranty will be void.

Glued 

In case of a GLUED installation, an underlay can not be used. When installing the glued Wood on the ground floor, we always recommend to first 
applying a liquid damp proof membrane. This liquid DPM is a 2 or 3 component epoxy coating which makes sure there is a moisture barrier. The 
Quick-Step Wood Floor can then be bonded directly onto this DPM with a flexible adhesive such as MS or PU.

Quick-Step Wood Flooring must not be installed in a typical wet room or in rooms with a floor drain or in extremely dry rooms like saunas.

Poista kaikki esteet ja varmista, että ilmanvaihto on riittävä (vähintään 4 cm²:n tuuletusaukko jokaista 
lattianeliömetriä kohti). Huomaa, että puu ja muut eloperäiset materiaalit kuivuvat paikallisesti, ja puulattia saattaa vaurioitua, jos jokin lämmönlähde, 
kuten lämmityspuhallin, puuhella tms. synnyttää korkeita lämpötiloja. Puun kosteusprosentti ei saa olla yli 10. Asennus suoraan välipohjapalkkien 
päälle on kielletty.

Kelluva

Kelluvassa asennuksessa on aina käytettävä aluskatetta. Puisen aluslattian tapauksessa asenna uusi Quick-Step Wood -lattia 90 asteen kulmassa 
vanhan aluslattian lankkuihin tai levyihin nähden. Varmista, että alusta on kuiva, tasainen, tukeva, puhdas eikä sen päällä ole rasvaa eikä 
kemiallisia aineita. Puhdista tarvittaessa vanhat kiinnitysaineet mekaanisesti. Siivoa kaikki roskat (myös naulat), lakaise ja imuroi lattia ennen 
asennusta.

Liimattu

Vanha lattianpäällyste on poistettava kokonaan ennen Quick-Step Wood -lattian asennusta liimaamalla. Aluslattian on oltava kiinteä, kova, 
kuiva, tasainen ja standardien vaatimusten mukainen.

• Always change the temperature gradually at the start and end of a heating period

Suunnittele lankkujen asennussuunta huolellisesti ennen asennuksen aloittamista. Kalanruotokuvion tapauksessa suositus on, että V-rivi asennetaan 
pisimmän seinän suuntaisesti. Jos seinät ovat suunnilleen samanpituisia, suosittelemme asentamaan rivin pääsisäänkäynnin suuntaisesti tai 
samansuuntaisesti tulevan valon kanssa (= 90 asteen kulmassa ikkunoihin nähden). Huomaa, että auringonvalo vaikuttaa luonnolliseen väriin 
(värin muuttuminen UV-säteilyn vuoksi on väistämätöntä). Tämä saattaa aiheuttaa luonnollista haalistumista ja värimuutoksia, jotka eivät ole 
tuotevikoja.

KELLUVAN asennuksen tapauksessa keittiösaarekkeita ja muita erittäin painavia kalusteita EI saa asentaa lattian päälle. Kelluvan Wood-lattian 
on pystyttävä liikkumaan painavien kalusteiden ympärillä, jolloin vältytään saumojen avautumiselta ja irtoavilta lankuilta. Tämä voidaan varmistaa 
seuraavilla vaihtoehtoisilla tavoilla:

Tästä syystä varmista aina ennen asennusta, että vaikutelmasi lattiasta ja 
jälleenmyyjältä saamasi tiedot ovat oikeat. Asennettu lankku katsotaan hyväksytyksi, eikä siitä voida reklamoida. Suosittelemme sekoittamaan levyjä 
ja ottamaan lankkuja vuorotellen eri pakkauksista asennuksen aikana.

Quick-Step Wood -lattia voidaan asentaa kelluvana tai liimattuna. Tässä ohjeessa kuvataan molemmat asennustavat.

Kelluva

Jos valitset kelluvan asennuksen, on ensimmäinen osa aluskatetta asetettava yhdensuuntaisesti asennettavien lankkujen kanssa. Lisää seuraavat 
osat aluskatetta sitä mukaa, kun asennat Wood-lankkuja. On äärimmäisen tärkeää, että kaikki aluslattian epätasaisuudet poistetaan käyttämällä 
tasoittavaa aluskatetta.  Useimmissa tapauksissa on käytettävä höyrytiivistä kalvoa suojaamaan lattiaa kapillaarikosteudelta tai kosteuden 
tiivistymiseltä.

Liimattu

Suoraa liimausta voidaan käyttää vain aluslattiaan, jolle se soveltuu (huomioiden aluslattian tasaisuus, kovuus, halkeamat, jne.) yleisiä 
periaatteita ja standardeja noudattaen. Aluslattian on oltava riittävän kuiva, kova ja tasalaatuinen. Varmista, että käytät sopivaa liimaa. Noudata 
kuivumisaikaan, menekkiin, levitykseen, jne. liittyviä ohjeita. Nämä ohjeet on saatava liiman valmistajalta. Jos kiinnität lattian liimaamalla, liimatun 
alueen päällä tulee kävellä niin vähän kuin mahdollista asennuksen aikana.

Floating

With room dimensions of more than 12m x 12m  an intermediate expansion joint should be fitted. Expansion and contraction are linear so the 
greater the surface the larger the expansion joint needs to be. An expansion joint must be used in typical doorways and room angles.  Expansion 
and contraction are linear so the greater the surface the larger the expansion joint needs to be.

In a glued installation you have no length and width restrictions. An expansion gap of 8 mm around the perimeter of the room is still obligated but 
a T moulding in the doorways is not necessary anymore.

Liikuntasaumalistaa on käytettävä oviaukoissa ja huoneiden kulmissa 
tavalliseen tapaan.  Laajeneminen ja kutistuminen tapahtuvat lattian koon suhteessa, joten mitä suurempi pinta-ala on, sitä suurempi liikuntasauman 
on oltava.     

Liimattu

Liimatussa asennuksessa ei ole pituus- eikä leveysrajoituksia. 8 mm:n liikkumasauma tulee toteuttaa huoneen reunoille, mutta T-lista ei ole välttämätön 
oviaukoissa. Rakennuksen laajennusliitokset ja tasoitteen lattialämmitysliitokset tulisi siirtää lattiaan joustavalla liitoksella tai asennuslistalla.

7
Mittaa huoneen pituus ja leveys huolellisesti ennen aloittamista suunnitellaksesi tarkan asettelun, jotta syntyy tasapainoisen näköinen lattia. Näin 
varmistetaan myös, ettei viimeinen rivi jää liian kapeaksi. Suosittelemme, että pienimmät kappaleet ovat aina vähintään 100 mm leveitä. Tämän 
varmistamiseksi voit siirtää lattian keskilinjaa. 

8
Quick-Step Disegno -lattiamallistossamme on vasemman- ja oikeanpuoleisia lankkuja. Tämä tarkoittaa, että kussakin Quick-Step Disegno -pakkauksessa 
tulisi olla sekä vasemman- että oikeanpuoleisia lankkuja. Tarkista tämä ennen asennusta. Kaikkien lankkujen taustapuolella on tästä kertova merkintä 
valmistuskoodin vieressä. Vasemmanpuoleisissa lankuissa on merkintä ”A”, ja oikeanpuoleisissa lankuissa on merkintä ”B”. Erota vasemman- ja 
oikeanpuoleiset lankut omiin pinoihinsa ennen aloitusta ja ”sekoita” lankut kummassakin pinossa, jotta lankkujen väri ja luonne jakautuvat tasaisesti.

“3” is used as a helping hand to align planks “1” and “2’”. Connect planks “1” and “3” (at an slight angle of 20 to 30° insert the tongue of plank 2 
into the groove of plank 1) with the short edge of plank “3” a 0,5 cm beyond the short edge of plank “1”. Now insert the longside tongue of plank “2” 
in the shortside groove of plank “1”. Slide plank “2” until it is stopped by plank “3”. Now fold down plank 2.

Now install plank “4”, which is taking over the role of plank “3”. Uplift plank 3 at an angle of 20 to 30° and slide it upwards until it hits plank “4”. 
Follow this method until you finished the first, center V-row of your floor. Always work in the direction of the arrows.

Liimattu

Ennen liiman levittämistä aluslattiaan on suositeltavaa asettaa vähintään kaksi riviä lankkuja paikoilleen ilman liimaa ja liittämättä yhteen lyhyitä 
sivuja.

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Yksinkertaisen kalanruotokuvion lisäksi Quick-Step Disegno -lattioista voi luoda muitakin lattiakuvioita. Mahdollisia kuvioita ovat kaksinkertainen 
kalanruotokuvio ja mosaiikkikuvio. Kaksinkertaisen kalanruotokuvion kohdalla pätevät samat asennusohjeet kuin yksinkertaisen kalanruotokuvionkin 
kohdalla. Ainoa ero on, että tässä tapauksessa on asetettava kaksi lankkua vierekkäin. Mosaiikkikuviossa yhden levyn pituus on sama kuin neljä kertaa 
yhden levyn leveys. Voit siis luoda mosaiikkikuvioita neljällä toisiinsa liitetyllä levyllä. Yhdistä ensin neljä levyä kiinnittämällä niidet pitkät sivut yhteen, 
jolloin muodostuu ensimmäinen neliö. Voit varmistaa, että nämä levyt ovat kohdakkain, käyttämällä vaiheessa 9 kuvattua menetelmää. Liitä sitten neljä 
seuraavaa lankkua 90 asteen kulmassa ensimmäiseen neliöön nähden yhdistämällä ja napauttamalla. Mosaiikkikuvion luomiseksi on suositeltavaa 
työskennellä neliö kerrallaan.

3. FINISHING

1  
For a nice finish where the wood flooring meets a threshold we recommend undercutting the frame of the door. To secure the correct cut off turn a plank 
upside down and place it on the floor up to the frame. Then place the hand saw flat against the plank and simply cut through the frame/moulding 
as shown. Remove the cut out piece and vacuum away dust. Then you can simply slide the floor plank underneath the frame/moulding and make a 
perfect finish.

2  
To install Quick-Step wood flooring around pipes, carefully measure and mark the planks with the exact center point for each pipe. Drill a hole at each 
of the marked points that is equivalent to the diameter of the pipe + 16 mm in dry climate and 24 mm in wet climate. If located on the long side of the 
plank make a 45 degree cut from each hole to the edge of the plank and then cut between the holes as shown. If located on the end of a plank make 
a straight cut across the plank. Install the plank. Then using some regular wood glue along the cut edges of the piece you’ve cut out and glue the piece 
in place where it belongs. Be sure no glue comes between the cut out piece and the subfloor. Use spacers to secure a tight glue point and remove 
any glue on the floor surface directly with a damp cloth. The gap you have created between the pipes are to ensure the floor can move as expected 
from season to season. In a floating installation these cannot be filled with any sealant, silicone or other adhesive. Use the Quick-Step radiator caps to 
conceal gaps around radiator pipes in this case.

3  
Inspect the final surface of the installed floor, remove all spacers and install the Quick-Step wood wallbases according to the instructions.

3. VIIMEISTELY

1  
Kauniin viimeistelyn varmistamiseksi suosittelemme ovenkarmien alaosien sahausta Wood-lattian ja kynnyksen välisellä rajalla. Oikean sahauskorkeuden 
varmistamiseksi käännä lankku ylösalaisin ja aseta se lattialle ovenkarmia vasten. Aseta sitten käsisaha lankkua vasten ja sahaa karmin/listan läpi 
kuvan osoittamalla tavalla. Poista sahattu osa ja imuroi pöly pois. Nyt voit liu’uttaa lattialaudan karmin/listan alle, ja lattian viimeistely on täydellinen.

2  
Aloita Quick-Step Wood -lattian asennus putkien ympärille mittaamalla ja merkitsemällä lankkuihin huolellisesti kunkin putken tarkka keskipiste. Poraa 
merkittyihin pisteisiin reiät, joiden halkaisija on putken halkaisija + 16 mm kuivassa ilmastossa ja putken halkaisija + 24 mm kosteassa ilmastossa. 
Jos putki sijaitsee laudan pitkällä sivulla, tee jokaisesta reiästä sahaus 45  asteen kulmassa laudan reunaan ja sahaa sitten reikien välistä kuvan 
osoittamalla tavalla. Jos putki sijaitsee laudan päässä, tee suora sahaus laudan poikki. Asenna lankku. Levitä sitten tavallista puuliimaa irrottamasi 
palan sahattuihin sivuihin ja liimaa pala paikoilleen. Varmista, ettei sahatun kappaleen ja alusmateriaalin väliin pääse liimaa. Varmista välikkeiden 
avulla, että liimaussaumasta tulee tiivis, ja poista heti kaikki liima lattiapinnalta kostealla liinalla. Putkien väliin jättämäsi kolot varmistavat, että lattia 
voi liikkua halutulla tavalla vuodenaikojen vaihdellessa. Kelluvan asennuksen tapauksessa niitä ei saa täyttää millään tiivistysaineella, silikonilla eikä 
muulla liima-aineella. Käytä Quick-Step-radiaattoritulppia piilottamaan raot lämmitysputkien ympäriltä.

3  
Tarkasta asennetun lattian lopullinen pinta, poista kaikki välikkeet ja asenna Quick-Step Wood -seinälistat niiden mukana toimitettujen ohjeiden 
mukaisesti.
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1  
Kelluvan lattian päällä voi kävellä asennuksen aikana ja heti sen jälkeen. Asennuksen jälkeen lämpötilana suositellaan pidettävän 15–22  °C ja 
suhteellisena kosteutena 30–85  %. Talvella huoneilma on yleensä erittäin kuivaa, mistä johtuen on erittäin suositeltavaa käyttää ilmankostuttimia 
tasaisen kosteuden ylläpitämiseksi. Kesällä ja syksyllä, kun suhteellinen kosteus on suuri, huone on tuuletettava hyvin. Liian alhainen suhteellinen kosteus 
voi vahingoittaa lattiaa peruuttamattomasti (halkeamat, avoimet saumat, natina jne.).

2  
Poista lika ja pöly lattialta käyttämällä nihkeää moppia, harjaa tai pölynimuria. Varmista, että pölynimurissa on pehmeät pyörät ja puulattiaharja, jotta 
vältetään lattian naarmuuntuminen. Älä koskaan käytä höyrypesuria puulattiasi puhdistamiseen. Puhdistaessasi lattiaa ensimmäisen kerran varmista, 
että poistat KAIKEN pölyn ja lian ennen kuin käytät liinaa. Puulattian märkäpuhdistus on ehdottomasti kielletty.

3  
Käytä lattian hoitoon vain suositeltuja puhdistusaineita. Muista, että muiden puhdistusaineiden käyttö voi vahingoittaa lattiaasi. Pyyhi lattia aina 
kuivaksi välittömästi, jottei sen pinnalle jää näkyvää kosteutta tai nestettä.

4  
Pyörällisissä tuoleissa on oltava ns. ”pehmeät pyörät”, ja muovinen suojamatto on sijoitettava alueelle, jossa tuolia käytetään. Kaikki huonekalujen 
jalat on suojattava huopatyynyillä, jotta vältetään lakatun/öljytyn pinnan naarmuuntuminen. Vältä huonekalujen liu'uttamista/vetämistä puupin-
nalla naarmuuntumisen välttämiseksi. Huonekaluja on suositeltavaa siirtää nostamalla. Käytä aina hyvälaatuista ovimattoa kaikilla ulko-ovilla, jotta 
estetään hiekan, lian ja veden pääsy lattialle.

5  
Tarkemmat puhdistusohjeet ovat saatavilla Quick-Step-jälleenmyyjältäsi tai näiden tuotteiden verkkosivuilta. Lue ne huolellisesti ennen lakatun/
öljytyn lattiasi hoitoa.

6  
Valmistaja ei ole missään vastuussa ongelmista tai vahingoista, jotka johtuvat aluslattian vääränlaisesta valmistelusta, itse lattian asentamisesta tai 
lattian altistamisesta sopimattomille ilmasto-olosuhteille tai väärälle hoidolle. Oikeus hyvitykseen vaurioituneista tai erisävyisistä laudoista ei koske 
Wood-lattioita, jotka on jo asennettu. Epätavallisissa tapauksissa suosittelemme ottamaan tarkemmin selvää rakennusprojektisi erityisvaatimuksista. 
Jos sinulla on lisäkysymyksiä, ota yhteyttä jälleenmyyjääsi.
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1  
When installing a floating floor you can walk on it during installation and immediately afterwards. After installation it is recommended to  
maintain a room temperature of 15 - 22°C and a relative humidity level between 30-85%. During winter time the air in the rooms is usually extremely 
dry, for this reason it is strongly recommended to use humidifiers in order to obtain a constant humidity level. In the summer and autumn, when  
there is a high relative humidity the room should be well ventilated. Too low RH may cause irreversible damage to the floor (ie. Cracks, Open Joints, 
Squeaking sound, ...)         
  

2  
To remove dirt and dust from the floor use a slightly moist mop, a brush or a vacuum cleaner. Make sure the vacuum cleaner is equipped 
with soft wheels and a special wood flooring brush to avoid scratching your floor. Never use a steam cleaner to clean your wooden  
floor. For the first cleaning of the floor make sure to first remove ALL dust and dirt before using a cloth. Too wet maintenance of a wooden floor is 
absolutely forbidden. 

3  
Only use the recommended cleaning products for floor maintenance. Remember that using other cleaning products may damage your floor. Always 
wipe the floor dry immediately so that no more moisture or liquid is visible on the floor.

4  
Castor chairs must have castors of the so called type “soft wheels” and a plastic protector mat should be placed under the area where the chair is 
placed/used. All furniture legs should be protected by felt pads to avoid scratching the lacquered/oiled surface. Avoid sliding/dragging furniture 
over the wooden surface to avoid possible scratching. Lifting the furniture is recommended. Always place a quality door mat at any entrance door to 
avoid introduction of sand, dirt or water which might be harmful.

5  
Special cleaning instructions are at hand with your Quick-Step dealer or on the website of these products. Please read them with care before main-
taining your lacquered/oiled surface.     

6  
The manufacturer bears no responsibility for problems or damage which arises through inexpert preparation of the subfloor, the floor installation itself 
or the exposition of the floor to unsuitable climatic conditions/maintenance. The right for compensation for damaged or differently coloured planks 
does not extend to wood floors which already have been installed. In non-standard cases we recommend you to inform yourself sufficiently with 
regards to the specific requirements of our construction project. In the event of further questions please contact your retailer.
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
